Notes : We dont anticipate operating a SNOW DESK this evening as the snow amounts are now reduced, this will be reviewed and may change.The situation will 

be monitored 24 hours by the Councils Duty Officers 'on call' and we will carry out operations as required to ensure that the network is maintained wherever 

possible (During any 'heavy' snowfall we will concentrate on our 'Snow Routes' - this is our basic priority network that will ensure traffic and emergency vehicles 

have routes through Milton Keynes - once these routes are clear we will concentrate on clearing the rest of the network on a priority basis).Salt Bins - These have 

been filled, however during a snow event resources may not be available to refill as priorities will be the road network. We do recieve continual updates from our 

weather provider however as with any event of this nature we cannot predict the exact amounts of snow and can only prepare to anticipate what we are forecast to 

receive. We have approximately 52 men on standby with additional teams working on hand salting.

This afternoon will be cloudy and cold with spells of rain and snow edging in from the west. The snow is most likely on higher parts but perhaps falling to lower 

levels later.

Rain, sleet and snow this evening. This will move away to the east overnight, leaving it dry and predominantly clear overnight with a widespread frost and the risk of 

ice.

After a frosty and in places icy start, tomorrow will be a very cold but mostly dry day with periods of sunshine. Just the small chance of the odd wintry shower.

We have treated our Priority 2 network today at 0900, in addition we have treated our priority  Redway network from 0900 also. Handsalting crews are also salting 

town centre priority footways and overbridges from 1000. We will also be hand salting Station Square (CMK) and Bletchley Bus station and the approach to 

Bletchley Train station and the redways around and into Milton Keynes Hospital.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                

We will be retreating our Priority 1 routes again from 1800 tonight. Following this treatment we will be loading gritting lorries with snowploughs in anticipation of 

the snow that is expected to start in Milton Keynes around 2000 to 0100. We will be driving our Snow Routes through this predicted snow period, if the snow starts 

to settle we will start ploughing as required. We expect the snow to stop at 0100 and roads to freeze, we have planned to retreat our P1 routes from 0200 again. We 

will continually Patrol to assess whether we need to alter plans. Our priority is to deal with snow falling on our priority snow routes and resource will be focussed on 

this.
